GUIDELINES FOR STAND-IN COSTS, MATCHING COSTS AND
IN-KIND CONTRIBUTIONS

Section 301.E, Stand-In Costs of Attachment I, Standard Terms and Conditions of the
Workforce Investment Act (WIA) Agreement states that Contractor shall identify,
document and account for uncharged WIA costs. Such stand-in costs shall be reported to
the City on a quarterly basis.

The purpose of this Bulletin is to advise all WIA One-Stop contractors that the provisions
in JTPA Information Bulletin No. 00-24 dated September 10, 1999 (attached) which
pertain to reporting of stand-in costs, matching costs and in-kind contributions still apply
until and unless superseded by a contract amendment, City Directive or an Information
Bulletin. '

Therefore, all provisions referring to JTPA in the said Information Bulletin 00-24 apply
as well to WIA.

This policy will be effective July 1, 2000 until officially revised or rescinded.

The purpose of this bulletin is to provxde guidelines for matching costs, m—kmd contnbutlons and
stand-in costs. It is based on the Single Audlt Informatlon Service publication and the interpretation
of JTPA rules and regulatlons

I. MATCHING C(_)STS

Some grant programs require that federal grant funds be matched with non-federal funds. This is
what is known as the "Matching" requirement. Further, some grants require cash matched
proportionately with the grant funds; others allow for cash or in-kind match so as to participate to

some extent in the cost of the project.

“"Costs used to satisfy a contractor's matching share requlrement may be financed in both or either of
two ways:

a. allowable costs incurred by the contractor;

b. the value of third-party in-kind contributions.
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
