The Workforce Development Division of the Community Development

~ Department (CDD) is pleased to inform you that we are accepting applications
from current City of Los Angeles Youth Workforce Investment Act (WIA)
contractors who wish to receive additional funds to enhance the youth system
programs and/or increase the number of youth to be served.

BACKGROUND

Based on the close-out reports of the Youth Opportunities System as of
September 30, 2002, the system has carry-over funds of $2,570,000. The
purpose of this Request for Additional Funding is to provide contractors the
opportunity to submit a formal request to receive additional funds, which if
awarded, will result in an amendment to their PY02-03 contract for the period
January 1, 2003 to June 30, 2003.

ELIGIBILITY FOR ADDITIONAL FUNDING

Only existing Youth Opportunities System Lead and Joint Agencies are eligible to
apply. However, the Consortia may add new subcontractors, provided an
acceptable procurement method has been followed by the Consortia.

All applications must be submitted as a Consortia Package identifying all parties

involved, the additional services each partner will provide and the funding
~ amounts associated with each.
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C. FUNDING ALLOCATIONS

The Workforce Investment Board (WIB) funding policy states that dollars in the
system will be distributed using the same formula applied to the original PY00-05
appropriation. The attached matrix will indicate the maximum amount of funding
each Consortium can request (Attachment I). However, if an application is not
deemed acceptable for funding, that Consortia’s formula allocation may be
distributed among the rest of the applicants.

D. PROGRAM DESIGN

Applicants shall submit applications for services which are eligible under WIA
Federal, State and City of Los Angeles guidelines. Each request for additional
funds must provide a description of service and a justification as to why the
consortia needs the additional funds to provide the service. If the service or
program is currently in existence, please provide a program status report and
describe why the additional funds are needed.

In developing your response to this RFAFA, you are advised to take into
consideration:

¢ Your proposed goals, activities and outcomes from the PY01-02 RFAFA

¢ Your consortia goals to further develop quality services

¢ Increase in the number of participants served

¢ Increase in the quality and quantity of WIA program elements offered and
provided to participants.

YOS/CDD will give priority consideration to proposals that place an emphasis on
implementing corrective action measures to address program shortcomings that
they might be experiencing in the area of serving older youth, out of school youth
and meeting the credential attainment outcome.

E. FUNDING REQUEST EVALUATION

Your consortia response will be evaluated based on your collaborative approach
that takes into consideration the program design emphasized in Section D above.

F. PERFORMANCE STANDARDS

Contractors will be measured based on the WIA Federal, State and City
performance standards and compliance with current systems, policy, procedures,
directives and contract requirements.
