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The purpose of this directive is to introduce the new Welfare-to-Work (WtW) eligibility
requirements. On November 29, 1999, the WtW Grant program amendments were enacted as
. part of the Consolidated Appropriations Act for fiscal year 2000. These changes aim to loosen
¥ the strict eligibility requirements and allow the City to serve a greater number of the hardest-to-
N serve population. The new eligibility requirements went into effect October 1, 2000.

The most significant changes are the elimination of the barriers to the employment requirement,
the broadening of the eligibility criteria for noncustodial parents (NCP), and the inclusion of foster
children turning 18 years of age. Attached are a matrix of the new WIW Grant eligibility
requirements and a list of acceptable documentation for each eligibility criteria. Several of the
elements contained in the amendment will require further definition and clarification. The City will
issue additional guidance once these are finalized. Training sessions on the WtW Grant
amendments will be provided by the WtW MIS Analysts on October 23 and 25, 2000.

70 PERCENT PROVISIONS (GENERAL ELIGIBILITY)

Individual is currently receiving CalWORKs assistance.
