The purpose of this Directive is to inform all WIA Youth Opportunities System Lead and Joint
Contractors that the attached Eligible List of Youth Providers was approved by the Youth
Council on January 17, 2001 for use by your agencies. This list will remain effective throughout
the life of the RFP as long as the agencies remain in good standing with the City’s procurement
policies and procedures.

This action is a result of the April 2000 WIB Youth Council Appeals Board meeting where the
Board approved a policy recommendation to establish an eligible list of youth service agencies.
These agencies were to be selected from those that participated in the bid process as a lead, joint,
or subcontractor agency, and met minimum threshold requirements for demonstrated
effectiveness and cost reasonableness. The attached list represents those agencies that met the
established demonstrated effectiveness criteria for this purpose. However, the City must be
consulted ahead of time before any agreement is entered into to contract with an agency off of

this list so that we may verify cost reasonableness at the time of selection.

Providers not on the attached eligible list may also be selected to contract with your agency as
long as the City’s standard procurement process is followed.
