In the last few months,
we have made great
strides in our anti-graffiti
campaign. At a public

safety forum | hosted in

March, Deputy Chief
Michel Moore reminded us
that the safest /
communities are the most
engaged communities. | am proud to say that our call to
neighborhood empowerment has been answered with an
impressive level of volunteerism. Since March, we have seen the
growth of fourteen new Neighborhood Watches across our
district; A remarkable number of community groups have joined
our “adopt-a-wall” program where the group commits to keeping a
local hot spot graffiti-free; In July we’ll sponsor our first graffiti
reporting day.

| have been thrilled to participate in the formation of nine new
Neighborhood Watches in the last three months. An additional

five Neighborhood Watches are still developing. While these
community groups are sprouting from Sherman Oaks to North
Hollywood, | am particularly heartened by the growth of Watches
in neighborhoods that are not currently served by other
community groups. Many of our Neighborhood Watches are
developing in an area of North Hollywood with no neighborhood
council, no home owners group, no residents association or any
other community representation. This kind of marked increase in
community engagement is inevitably followed by a decrease in
vandalism, illegal dumping and other public disturbances.

On June 6th, | hosted the first “adopt-a-wall” training session
designed to help local residents take action against vandalism in
our neighborhoods.

STANDING UP FOR DARFUR
The City of Los Angeles

once again proved itself a

leader on issues of human

rights when we hosted

Darfur Observance Day on

May 20th of this year. |
joined with Mayor
Villaraigosa, The American
Jewish Committee, Jewish
World Watch and First AME
Church to raise public
awareness about the
genocide occurring in
Sudan. Further, we are
working to spread
information about what
individuals can do here in
Los Angeles to help victims
of the violence.

The City of Los Angeles has committed to divesting its holdings
of nearly $30 million in companies identified as assisting the
Sudanese government. California committed to divesting state
holdings from all companies doing business with the perpetrators
of the genocide. On an individual level we each can ensure that
our own savings is not invested in companies that financially
support the Sudanese government. To end the killings we must
cut off funding to the Janjaweed armies.

Meanwhile, we can provide aid to the victims of the violence in
Darfur. During the Observance Day service at First AME Church,
attendees raised almost $50,000 to buy supplies for the 16,000
Darfui children living in Oure Cassoni refugee camp. This money
will provide shoes, clean drinking water and mosquito nets for the
