A. SCOPE OF SERVICES

The CRA is soliciting "Statements of Qualifications" from interested and qualified individuals and firms to provide general Cost Estimating Services on
an as-needed basis.

The CRA is interested in pre-qualifying a number of firms to provide general cost estimating services as outlined in this RFQ on an “as needed” basis
for the next three (3) to five (5) years. The CRA anticipates establishing short lists of the most qualified firms and awarding contracts for these
services. If necessary to supplement the efforts of firms under contract, the CRA may solicit one or more cost proposals from the pre-qualified firm(s)

for a specific assignment. Below is a general scope of the services required by cost estimating consultants, which includes, but is not limited to, the
following:

Public Improvement

e Unit prices for public improvements such as curb & gutter, sidewalks, curb ramp, pavement, base, sewers, storm drains, catch
basins, streetscape, street lights, street trees, etc.

e Class C estimate based on schematic drawings
e  Class A estimate based on final drawings
. Construction schedule based on schematic and final drawings
Buildings
Preliminary cost estimate based on schematic drawings
Providing cost details needed to establish equitable adjustment in cost for change order work

Provide estimate needed to establish budget/feasibility for projects based upon preliminary concept plans
Provide emergency response to the need for a quick estimate.

The consultant must also be prepared to perform these cost estimating engineering services as required to meet critical, and at times unpredictable,
time schedules.

Specific work assignments will be authorized by separate work orders as required. Each project work order will detail the scope of services, time of
performance and the maximum dollar amount for the services to be performed.

CRA BACKGROUND INFORMATION

CRA is a Public Agency engaged in an annual publicly bid construction program of demolition, rehabilitation, site clearance and public improvements.
These public improvements may include buildings, parks, streets, sidewalks, parking facilities, and utilities. The CRA’s Engineering Department
requires the services of a qualified consultant to prepare and provide general construction estimating services for projects to be publicly bid, to
establish cost adjustments for change order work, estimates needed to establish budget/feasibility for proposed projects based upon preliminary
concepts plans, provide scheduling analysis as related to construction cost determination and emergency response to the need for a quick estimate.
The CRA requires the services of a qualified consultant to provide general cost estimating services for the design and construction of various projects
throughout the City of Los Angeles on an as-needed basis for the next three years.

The consultant shall be prepared to perform cost estimating services as required to meet critical, and at times unpredictable, time schedules. All work
to be performed, under any contract awarded must conform to the requirements of the CRA, the City of Los Angeles, the State of California, and as
applicable, the U.S. Federal Government. Selected firm(s) will be responsible for coordinating and obtaining required approvals from the City of Los
Angeles, the State of California, and other entities having jurisdiction including the acquisition of required permits.
