After the close of the Hearing, the Director of
Administrative Services shall make a determination with
respect Vendor’s basis for the appeal and modify the award.

Vendor shall remain sole owner of all vending machines and related equipment located on the premises of the CRA and shall make all necessary
repairs to such equipment in accordance with the below maintenance section. Vendor shall be required to keep all vending machines well stocked at all
times, including stock of condiments and plastic ware described below. Vendor shall be required to provide proof of business license, health food
license or permit prior to award of a Purchase Order or Contract.

A. VENDING MACHINES:
