CHICK CITES HARBOR COMMISSION FOR OBSTRUCTING REFORM

Los Angeles-- Citing an “open disdain for good government,” City Controller Laura

Chick today released her follow-up audit of the Port of Los Angeles and criticized the

Board of Harbor Commissioners for failing to implement the major reform of her 2003

audit.

“My report finds good news in that the Port staff have made many steps toward

improvement.  The progress that has been made, however, fades quickly when

compared with the stunning fact that for more than two years the Board of Harbor

Commissioners has refused to adopt a sound overall policy for awarding shipping

leases.  The Port staff drafted a policy over a year ago, which still sits in the

Commission’s in-box collecting dust,” wrote Chick in a letter to Mayor Jim Hahn, City

Attorney Rocky Delgadillo, and all fifteen members of the Los Angeles City Council.

Chick’s June 18, 2003 audit of Port leasing practices found:
