Registration under way for 91st annual championship & handicap event

LOS ANGELES - Registration is under way for the 91st annual City of Los Angeles Men’s
Golf Championship & Handicap Tournament, which is sponsored by the Department of
Recreation and Parks and conducted by the Los Angeles Municipal Golf Association.

There is a different setup this year, with all four championship flight rounds to be played
at Rancho Park Golf Course in West Los Angeles (June 5-8), while the two-round competition
for net flights (for players who have a handicap and who will compete with comparable golfers)
will be held June 7-8 on courses in Griffith Park. Tim Hogarth won the event in 2006 and 2007.

The entry fee is $130 for the championship flight and $70 for the net flights (the
minimum age to compete is 16); only checks and money orders, made payable to the City of
Los Angeles, will be accepted. Registration forms are available at all city-operated courses and
