12th annual Shakespeare by the Sea at Point Fermin Park in San Pedro

SAN PEDRO - Shakespeare by the Sea outdoor performances will be given for the 12th
straight year in June, July, and August 2009 at Point Fermin Park, a City of Los Angeles
Department of Recreation and Parks facility at 807 Paseo del Mar in San Pedro, this year
featuring two comedies by The Bard that will provide laughter and romance under the stars.

Show times are 8:00 p.m. Thursday through Saturday with a pre-show program at 7:30
p.m. As You Like It (“What starts out wrong, love will turn right in this wicked and wild tale of
love conquering all”) will be presented June 11-13.

Attendees are encouraged to dress warm, and they are welcome to bring a picnic,
blankets, and lawn chairs to be comfortable in the cool night air. A limited amount of bench
seating is available on a first-come, first-served basis.
